rubber, textile or plastic.

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5. Maintenance

Are the lock seams no longer closing properly?
A worn-out plastic buffer is the cause.
» Mount new plastic buffer.

5.1 Replacing plastic buffers

The plastic buffer is for damping the hammer. This plastic buffer
can begin to show wear over time. (see Fig. 11400, Pg. 8)

Loosen small knurled screw (46).
Loosen knurled nut (43).
Remove lower hammer.

Pull out upper hammer.

Push in new plastic buffer.
Put upper hammer in place.
Insert lower hammer.

Close knurled nut (43).

5.2 Replacing the carbon brushes

The machine remains at standstill when the carbon brushes are
worn out.

» Have the carbon brushes checked and replaced as needed by
a trained technician.
